1. Core Grant Support
When seeking access to G-rap core funding, organisations meeting the G-rap eligibility criteria are invited to submit an EOI. Note that G-rap provides core grants and no longer provides project support to individual organisations. You are advised to first consult all the information concerning criteria and process as outlined at www.g-rap.org (left side buttons of the web page). You can contact Programme Management for further clarifications (see bottom of the page).

3. Notes on the aspect of Gender

G-RAP recognizes the importance of ensuring gender equity for achieving pro-poor, sustainable development. It encourages RAOs to demonstrate gender-sensitivity in their work by making various provisions to support gender-related capacity-building. 

G-RAP is guided by an over-arching gender policy and mechanisms exist to support RAOs to engender both their organization and programmes. Mechanisms include a Gender Steering Committee and an active network of Gender Link Persons who meet regularly in Action Learning Sets for purposes of experience-sharing, peer review, problem-solving and capacity-building. Periodically, RAOs organize a gender dialogue and specific skills building sessions related to gender. It is therefore important that you respond to the questions relating to gender as frankly as possible.
